Accessible Playground at Unity Park, Pooraka.

The Unity Park Regional Junior Accessible Playground was developed through
consultation with Novita Children’s Services to provide a play space for children of all
abilities to learn, grown, explore and play together.

Funded by the City of Salisbury and Planning SA the playground features a range of play
equipment for wheelchair users and for children with hearing and vision impairments.

The Free Family Fun Day supported by Communities for Children Project attracted
approximately 400 people of all ages and abilities across the day.

Mawson Lakes Rotary Club, a bouncy castle, temporary tattoos, face painting and
performances from Boompa the Clown and the Salvation Army tambourine girls
entertained children (and the adults) across the day.

Unity Park, once known as Pooraka Triangle, offers families the opportunity to enjoy
various social activities together at one location. The new Regional Junior Accessible
Playground is the latest feature to find a home at Unity Park complimenting the skate
park, BMX track and club, enclosed dog park, walking trails, wetlands and Be Active
Fitness Equipment.

Planning is underway as part of the Communities for Children Project to incorporate
children’s art work, informative/interpretative signage and through the successful
engagement of business and the community, possibly add additional landscape features
to allow for a more natural play elements to Unity Park, making it a more family and child
friendly play space.
